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Supplies

Yarn: One skein Super Saver Ombre or other Weight 4
equivalent

Needle: size 10.5 or 11 circular needle with 14 - 20 inch
cord

Stitch definitions

CO = Cast on

KFB = Knit front and back in the same stitch
K=Knit

YO=Yarn Over

Pattern

CO3

Row 1: KFB in first stitch, KFB in second stitch, K (5 stitches)

Row 2: K across

Row 3: KFB in first two stitches, Place Marker, KFB in next 2 stitches, K (9 stitches)

Row 4; K across

Row 5: K2, YO, K to marker, KFB, Slide Marker, KFB, knit to 2 stitches from end, YO, K2
Row 6: K across

Repeat rows 5 and 6 until desired size, aprx 24 inches in depth

Bind off with stretchy method such as: knit first, knit second, draw first over second, repeat till
end.
